Senior Honors Convocation
Dress Code

All seniors MUST comply with all rules/expectations.
Administrators have the final say in all dress code matters.

**Students may dress in business casual/professional wear OR you must wear your full ZHS uniform.**

· Tops, dresses, and skirts
· Should fit modestly (not skin-tight)
· Shoulders, backs, and chest must be covered
· no cut-outs showing skin 
· no see-through/transparent material
· no t-shirts or tank tops
· Dresses and skirts should be no shorter than two inches above the knee (this includes while you are sitting)
· Leggings/stocking may be worn, but only if under a dress/skirt no shorter than two inches above the knee, no holes in stockings/leggings
· Suggestions: 
· long-sleeved button-up shirt
· nice sweater/turtleneck
· collared polo shirts 

· Dress pants with a belt
· Should fit modestly (not skin-tight)
· No see-through/transparent material
· No jeans or yoga pants
· No holes in pants
· No shorts

· Shoes: 
· Be sure you can walk safely and comfortably in whatever shoes you choose
· No crocs/sandals/flip flops/slippers/slides. Shoes MUST have a back strap/closure

· Other: 
· Earrings: studs only
· No nose rings or facial piercings
· Jumpsuits (one-piece with pants) are allowed as long as they follow all the above rules 
· Rompers (one-piece with shorts) are NOT allowed
